Friday – Next Steps for Rope Bowls  Class Fee $25.00
Friday morning’s activities will teach you to add fabric to your bowl base and add a wrapped accent on several rows of coils. We’ll use fabric techniques to make a bowl similar to the one we made on Thursday.
Friday afternoon will find us exploring oval bowl construction. The base will be wrapped in fabric, and the bowl's body will have a decorative construction technique that you can use on other bowls you make. If time permits, we’ll explore rope-joining techniques.
